Why a planning refresh?

• There have been significant changes since the 2010 planning 
study was completed.
– Major public and private investment

– Light rail

– Applications and approvals for higher rise buildings

– New ACT Government Policy:

• ACT Planning Strategy

• Transport for Canberra (2012) 

• ACT’s climate change strategy

• AP2 (2012)

• Statement of Planning Intent (2015)

• Healthy Weight Action Plan (2013)

• Active Travel Framework (2015)
